Jo's Dairy Free Flapjacks

Ingredients:

120z porridge oats

8oz sugar

8oz dairy free spread, such as Vitalite

2 generous tablespoons of golden syrup
Pinch salt

Equipment
Weighing scales
Pan

Wooden spoon
Greaseproof paper
Baking tray

Instructions

» Heat the sugar, spread and golden syrup together in a pan until they are melted
together and golden. Do not boil.

« Stir in the porridge oats and salt. Make sure they are well mixed into the liquid.

« Line baking tray with greaseproof paper.

« Tip oaty mixture into baking tray and smooth out until it is flat and fills the whole
tray.

« Bake at 180C for 25-30 mins, or until golden
brown.

« Score into squares while still warm.

« Allow to cool. Break into pieces and enjoy.
